Sub:- GIS — Revival/remittance of defaulted premia — proposal for
Government Sanction - Further Instructions - Orders issued.

Retf:- G.0O.(P) No.249/2010/Fin. dated : 21.4.2010.

Government have 1ssued Orders Streamlining the remittance and
disbursal towards Group Insurance as per G.O. cited and 1n supersession of
all orders 1ssued so far 1n that regard. As per para 6(1) of G.0O, those who
remain defaulted for a continuous period of 6 months towards Group
Insurance be treated as thrown out of the scheme whereas as per para 7,
those who on Leave Without Allowance under any rule, can revive the
membership, if they do not attain 50 years of age and remit the defaulted
premia in 3 installments with 1nterest on rejoining duty. But Government’s

prior permission 1s required to be obtained to do so 1s insisted.

It has been brought to the notice of the Government that Drawing and
Disbursing Officers are permitting the employees to remit the amount and
revive policy before obtaining the permission or accepting Chelan
remitted by employees their own free will taking the Govt. permission as

for granted risking Government Money and Policy.

All Drawing and Disbursing Officer’s are requested to refrain from
such actions and all are informed that Government would not take any

responsibility or liability if any arising out of their above erroneous and

spurious actions. Drawing and Disbursing Officers would be responsible for
redeeming the loss to Government if any out of their above un authorized
action and hence all Drawing and Disbursing Officer’s should see that

revival of policy without Government sanction is spurious and even if




one does so Government liability takes effect the day from which

Government concurs the revival and issued orders.
